To the Region 19 4A, and Aldine HS, Eisenhower HS, & MacArthur HS 5A Choral    Directors, 

We look forward to hosting this year’s contest in our Performing Arts Center (PAC) at Kingwood Park High School. The contest will be held on Tuesday, April 3rd.  

I would highly recommend going Beltway 8 to US 59 to Northpark to Woodland Hills to get to the school instead of coming up West Lake Houston due to the number of traffic lights and school zones/neighborhoods that have been built over the last few years in the Summerwood area.  It’s faster to stay on the freeways now.

Directions at the end of your trip here as you’re heading north on Woodland Hills Drive:

-At the stop sign at Chanay, turn left.  The south end of the building is to your right.
-Take an immediate right into the parking lot and follow the lane around to the PAC.  Unload here. 
-To check in at the Contest Office, enter on the set of doors under the green awning that is to the right of the PAC.  The Contest Office is in the Black Box Theatre (1102), immediately to your left after entering the building.

KP student escorts will meet you at the contest office area to take you to the warm-up room (choir room, 1103) approximately 10 minutes before your warm up time begins. 
Buses should park in the south parking lot in any open spots near where you dropped off (outside of the PAC) once students are unloaded.  Additionally, there is a cul-de-sac on Chanay (visible from the PAC) where overflow buses may park temporarily.
Concessions will not be available during the contest.  

Contest reminders: 
· The contest office will be in the Black Box Theatre (Room 1102)
· The warm-up room will be in the Choir Room (Room 1103). 
· Concert is in the Performing Arts Center/Auditorium.

· Sight-reading will be held in the Band Hall (Room 1101). 
· There will be 6 sections of 4-step risers in the warm up room, on stage, and in the sight-reading room.
· We will open/close the curtain for each performance. 

· No students will be allowed to attend performances in the PAC without a director or staff member present with them. 
· Please remind your students of expected behavior in the theatre. They must remain quiet both during and in between performances to give our judges a great environment to hear and adjudicate each choir.  Also, no food or drink are allowed in the theatre, and audience members’ feet must not rest on seats or armrests.
We will not be responsible for student bags / purses / luggage. Make provisions to take care of your own choir’s needs.  There will be no rolling baskets or similar devices.
If you have any special needs for performance (instrumentalists, need for extra stands, etc.) or sight reading, please let me know ASAP so we can plan accordingly.

Sight Reading Room
· The rules for the sight reading room are your responsibility to know and go over with your kids before UIL Contest. We will not read the rules to your group before they enter the room /nor will the rules be read in the contest room.

· No director will be allowed to enter the sight reading room to listen to another group without the permission of the group’s director and Ben Gollehon. A director will not be allowed to listen to another group singing in the same category in order to hear the sight reading piece for that level of group.  Parents, fellow directors, student teachers, other school staff members and or school administrators are allowed to listen to the group sight read.

For those needing some places to eat lunch, we have plenty of options.  There is a Jack in the Box and a McDonalds near the school on Northpark.  On Northpark near US59, there is a Sonic, Whataburger, and Taco Bell.  There are CiCi’s Pizza, KFC, Taco Bell, and Wendy’s among others on Kingwood Drive on the way out to US59.
