MARCHING ENTRIES MUST BE DONE ONLINE.  Once again, ALL directors must register this year in order to submit online entries.  To register, go to our website, UILRegion8.com.
The following forms must still be completed and on file at the contest office prior to your performance: 
______A certified copy of Organization Roster, Form No. 1 - signed by the school principal or superintendent, listing in alphabetical order all students eligible the day of the contest, must be on file with the Contest Chairman prior to the time of each organization’s contest performance.  Please print the Form 1 cover page from the website and attach your alphabetical roster to it.

______STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE FORM - dated and signed by the director.

______ANNOUNCER’S SCRIPT - should be sent with the entry forms or brought to the contest office prior to performance.

The AREA STATEMENT OF INTENT to advance to the Area Marching Contest is no longer necessary.  On the Marching Band entry page of the online entry system there is a place to click stating that your band has permission to advance to Area if the band earns that right.
A school check for your entry fees should be MAILED to the Executive Secretary no later than 7 days prior to the contest.  No purchase orders or personal checks will be accepted.  MARCHING CONTEST ENTRY FEE FOR ALL CLASSIFICATIONS IS $275.  (This includes state, region, and video fees.)  MAKE CHECKS PAYABLE TO:  UIL MUSIC REGION 8.  Please print, fill out and mail a copy of the Fee Tabulation Form or the Entry Fee Invoice produced when you submit your entry with your check.  The Fee Tabulation Form is found on the UIL Region 8 homepage.  PLEASE MAIL YOUR ENTRY FEE.  DO NOT BRING IT WITH YOU TO CONTEST!  It is recommended that you mail entry fees by Certified Return Receipt Requested to:

VERY IMPORTANT:  The PARENT/STUDENT UIL MARCHING BAND ACKNOWLEDGEMENT FORM must be on file at your school prior to your performance.  Do not mail it to the Executive Secretary.  It is available on the web page for you to download and copy for your students and parents. 
AS PART OF HOUSE BILL 82 it is now state law that all persons working with any element of marching band have SAFETY TRAINING.   The UIL has developed an online program for this purpose.  This training program is available on the music homepage at the State UIL webpage.  Complete the program then print the certificate at the end of the program and keep it on file.
THIS TRAINING MUST BE DONE EVERY YEAR.
VIDEO RECORDING OF MARCHING BANDS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED AT ANY LEVEL OF UIL MARCHING CONTESTS THIS YEAR -- REGION, AREA, STATE.  There will be NO video company at our contests and video equipment will be prohibited at our contest sites.
Reminder:  Participating directors and contest workers are the only people who will be allowed in the contest office.  No one else will be admitted to the contest office.

Entries must be completed online no later than 30 days prior to the day of contest (see Entry Deadline Dates Page 1).  
USE OF ELECTRONICS - Be sure to read the “Electronics Clarification” and accompanying Q & A information listed on the Region Home Page regarding the use of electronics with marching bands.
